	Assignment Description:

In part one of this assignment,  you will create a digital learning resource for a specified audience and learning outcomes (approximately 3,000 words or equivalent), including a rationale that justifies the design decisions made.  The digital learning object can be developed using software or hardware introduced during the course, or you can create the digital object with an alternative application where you have identified a source of support and information for any required development of your skills.  This assignment builds on the Foundation Module, ‘Creating Digital Learning Objects’ and you should seek to develop the skills you acquired in that module by a more advanced use of the same software, or through the use of a new piece of software. 

In part 2 of this assignment, you will produce a critical evaluation (approximately 2,000 words) of the content authoring software used and of the resource created, including an assessment of how effective it is in helping learners to meet identified learning outcomes.  This evaluation must take account of feedback from users.  Suggestions for improvement should be included in the evaluation
